There is no 
monetary fee to enter the Cajun Cooking Challenge. All entries must be pre-cooked 
and delivered by 11am.  It is recommended that you staff the table from 11:00am-3pm. 
Entrants are welcome to bring banners and promotional materials (flyers, paper menus, 
etc.). Winners will be announced on-air at 3pm.
